Court, Trossachs Street, Trossachs Street (Access Road), 
Unnamed Road 1, Unnamed Road opposite Grovepark 
Court and Unnamed Road opposite Grovepark Gardens.
This Order would propose the following:
1.	 No waiting and no loading/unloading at any time 		
	 restrictions
2.	 Car club parking place at Hinshaw Street and  
	 Clarendon Place
3.	 An electric vehicle parking place at Hinshaw Street 
	 and Clarendon Place
4.	 A prohibition of driving ((Except Pedal Cycles) at 		
	 North Woodside Road.
