The order is to coincide with the pedestrian area
improvement works carried out on behalf of the
University of Glasgow and the ‘University Avenue and
University Place (20mph Speed Limit Zone) Order
201_".

6pm) on University Place

. Prohibition of driving in a with-flow cycle lane on
University Avenue

. Disabled vehicle parking places for disabled badge
holders only on University Place

. Car Club vehicle parking place for car club vehicles
only on University Place

. Electric Vehicle parking places for electric vehicles
only on University Place
